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dexterity. In this book the author shows that Jiffy Needle tatting is quicker and easier to learn and therefore accessible 
to more craftspeople. After the basic instructions on initial techniques, the book consists of many varied projects, 
including holiday ideas, fashion accessories, home decor and ideas for baby gifts. Examples are Christmas tree wall 
hangings, Christmas tree note cards, valentine hearts, Victorian rose pillows, rosebud baby bonnets and anniversary 
edging.
